2. We will be leaving Katie behind this time. She is graduating high school and will be attending Bible 
college this fall. We are excited for her but she will be missed greatly.  

3. Pray for Thailand. They are having a big increase in Covid cases and are starting to lock everything 
down again. Many people there are struggling and looking for hope. It is a great time to share with 
them about the Blessed Hope of Jesus Christ.  

4. We have 25 bags to ship with us that we need to pay for. Each bag cost $200 to ship. If you would like 
to ship a bag, or two, or 25, it would be a huge blessing. Every other need that we have had has been 
met.
